Gender Budgeting Group was established by the initiatives of GB consultants in the frame of UNDP project “Gender and Politics in South Caucasus” in December 2006, bringing together individuals from government and non-governmental organizations to promote gender equality through appropriate economic policy. The GBG aims to encourage, assist the government in using gender analysis to improve its economic policy making. The GBG will advocates specific policy initiative in advancing gender equality. 
The work of the GBG is focussed at the national level, but it has links with a group that has a similar aim for and with both NGOs and intergovernmental organisations that promote gender budgeting internationally. Tailored to the Georgian system, GBG is going to develop a whole series of methods and instruments for analyzing national policies and budgets, comments on macroeconomic issues.
